Realist thinkers discouraged exaggeration and extension, and
introduced the tradition to depict factual aspects of circumstances, society
and human life. Hither to romantic writers emphasized exaggeration to a
greater extent that literature was considered ro be mcomplete without i,
however, realists made truth and aurhenticity the foundation of literature.
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In general, realism in art and literature refers to the attempt to
represent familiar and everyday people and situations in an accurate,
unidealized manner. More specifically, the term "realism" refers to a
literary and artistic movement of the late 1800's and early 1900's. This
movement was a reaction against romanticism. Romanticism was an
earlier movement that presented the world in much more idealized terms
